DID YOU KNOW: Garden State Plaza has the distinction of being the very first 

mall of New Jersey. Opened in 1957 as an outdoor mall later  being enclosed in 

1980 and remodeled in the late 1990s. GSP is identified as being one of the 30 

biggest shopping centers in the country. Bergen Mall opened in 1958, Paramus 

Park Mall in 1974, the Fashion Center in 1967.  The Blue Law, or Sunday Law, 

prohibits certain items or services from being sold on Sundays for religious pur-

poses. Bergen County upheld the law because of its excessive traffic and is the 

strictest in the country.
